I. Call to Order: Justice Anne Burke called the meeting at 8:33 a.m.

II. Remarks:  Justice Anne Burke welcomed everyone to the meeting including Edward Tivador who will be completing the appointment process in the new year to become a Council member. Also completing the appointment process was Anna Lusero who was not present at the meeting. 

III. Review of Minutes: Justice Anne Burke asked Council members to review the minutes from September 8, 2016 and moved to approve them. The motion was seconded by council member Rhoda Sweeney and approved by unanimous voice vote by all members.

IV. Review of JAC Staff Report (previously circulated): Lanetta spoke about the pilot Employment program that the JAC is working on in collaboration with the other County departments. The focus of the pilot will be opportunity youth between the ages of 16-24. Guest, Lisa Morrison Butler, provided additional information about the City’s efforts to impact this same population.  She also discussed the work of Thrive Chicago which is a collective impact effort for at-risk youth from cradle to the grave. The JAC will be joining the Thrive Chicago table in collaboration moving forward. Staff member Chris Bernard spoke briefly about the Macarthur Grant and his work with Council member Sweeney on civil forfeitures and how the funds are allocated. 
V.	Council Discussion: The JAC reported that they received an additional $3Million in the FY2017 County budget which doubled the grant funding for the department. The additional dollars will be allocated to the pilot employment for opportunity youth, a third party evaluation of the JAC grants program and to Collective impact grants which is a new program area for the JAC. 
VI.	New Business:  Several members of the public spoke about the ongoing need for County stakeholders to publish key data indicating how effective the criminal justice system is. Council member Dia Weil will join Laurence Msall and members of the JAC staff in discussing data needs and the best way to receive that information. 
VII.	Public Comments:  No Public comments.
V.	Adjournment: Council Member Justice Anne Burke adjourned the meeting at 9:48 a.m. The next meeting is scheduled for January 19, 2017.
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
