6.	 Include supporting literature with bid response or   

quote, if required. !
7.	 Acknowledge receipt of any addenda, and include with   

bid response, if applicable. !
8.	 Deliver items as bid or quoted. No substitutions will be   

accepted unless otherwise noted. !
9.	 Ask questions prior to bidding to clear up any doubt.
